This policy was applied in the project for implementing a

wireless fence system for wild elephant warning in Ban Sub Ta
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Han, Thap Chang Subdistrict, Soi Dao District, Chanthaburi
Provincecollaborating  with  the Khun Song  Subdistrict
Administrative Organization, community leaders, and the public
sector to address the issue of elephants invading and damaging
local agricultural produce, which directly impacted the
livelihoods of residents. Some installation points haveremained
uncovered, making it impossible to detect elephants in certain
areas. The elephant invasion monitoring system has helped
reduce agricultural losses and increase income for the
community. The warning system, developed collaboratively,
allows real-time alerts to be sent to both the local population

and relevant authorities.

Innovation Agency to develop jelly fang product. This
innovation aimed to meet market demands and enhance

product offerings.

4Suan Ban Kaew Social Enterprise renewed its
partnership with Thai Beverage Public Company Limited
through a new MOU, following the expiration of the
previous agreement. This renewal underscored the

ongoing, sustainable support for social enterprise efforts.

5. Suan Ban Kaew Social Enterprise played a key role in
supporting the Ban Pathawi Community Health
Enterprise. The community was successfully registered as
a “Social Enterprise Group,” with Suan Ban Kaewassisting
in solving community issues, leading to increased income

through the sale of organic fruits in international markets.

financially to Suan Ban Kaew Social Enterprise, reflecting

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RambhaiBarni Rajabhat University has been implementing a
Thai language curriculum development project in Cambodia
from 2015 to 2025 as part of a Thai language development
cooperation plan as follows:

Phase 1 (2015 - 2019):
1. Preparation for Curriculum Development (December 2015
- February 2016): Created a short-term curriculum consisting
of four courses.
2.Thai Language Instruction at Battambang University (2016 -
2017): Conducted a two-year pilot using the short-term
curriculum  focused on Thai for communication.
Shortcourses were divided as follows:

- Coursel: Basic Thai

- Course2: Listening and Speaking Skills Development

- Course3: Reading and Writing Skills Development

- Coursed: Thai for Communication
3. Elective Course (2018 — 2019): Offered as an elective to

two groups of students:




- First Group: 26 students from Khmer Language, Faculty
of Arts and Humanities

- Second Group: 111 students from the Faculty of
Agriculture (second and third-year students)

Phase 2 (2020 - 2022):
1. Drafting a Four-Year Bachelor’s Degree Curriculum in Thai
Language: This bachelor’s curriculum was approved by the
Ministry of Education, Youth, and Sports of Cambodia.
2. Thai Language short courses aimed to meet labor market
demands and included:
2.1 Thai for Basic and Advanced Levels short courses offered
three times a year.
2.2 Thai Short Courses for Job-specific training were held 1-2
times a year.
2.3 All courses were supported with complete instructional
documents.
3. Elective Thai Language Courses were offered to meet the
needs of students

3.1 Elective courses for undergraduate level, with a
consistent number of students each year.

33 Al courses were supported with complete
instructional documents.
4. Cambodian teachers with qualifications in Thai were
trained to meet teaching standards, including:
4.1 There were two teachers with master’s degrees in Thai
by 2020.
5. Adequate and Modern Teaching Resources:
5.1 Sufficient classroom space and a Thai study corner

within the Thai language department.

5.2 Thai language books for reading and skill enhancement.




5.3 IT-Based Teaching Tools.

6. Ongoing Student Skill Development:

6.1 At least two Thai language and cultural activities were
conducted annually.

6.2 A yearly intensive Thai language training program in
Thailand.

Phase 3 (2023 - 2025):

The third phase of this project focused on strengthening
educational collaboration, enhancing Thai language skills,
and promoting knowledge exchange between Thailand and

Cambodia. Key activities in 2023 included:

1. Evaluation of the performance of volunteer teachers who
assisted in Thai language instruction.

2. Recruiting and guiding an additional volunteer to support
teaching efforts.

3. Reviewing and finalizing Thai language curriculum
documents in a 3+1 model to be submitted for approval by
the Cambodian Ministry of Education.

4. Organizing a planning meeting to detail course syllabus
and appointing teachers responsible for the Thai language
curriculum at the National University of Battambang.

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Blue Swimming Crab Bank Project

The Blue Swimming Crab Bank Project has been in
operation since 2018, in collaboration with government
agencies, private sectors, community enterprises,
community leaders, and the public. Currently, there are 41
crab banks across Eastern Thailand, including in Rayong,
Chanthaburi, and Trat Provinces. The project aimed to not
only preserve blue swimming crab populations but also
develop these locations as tourist attractions.

The Blue Swimming Crab Bank at Ban Nam Chieo has been
transformed into a comprehensive coastal community-
based learning center, promoting marine tourism. It
received the 14th Thailand Tourism Industry Award (Kinnari
Award) in 2023, acknowledging the joint efforts of
government and private entities to enhance tourism
products and services in Thailand. Additionally, it won the
Thailand Tourism Silver Award in two categories:
