Chanthaburi  Province, who expressed
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interest in developing other products to
promote tangible income g¢rowth within
their households. In 2023, training sessions
were organized for the cooperative
members, focusing on expanding from
household use to supplementary income
generation. The participants formed groups
to create community products for sale,
resulting in increased income and improved
quality of life for the cooperative members.
