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Driving Sustainable Development through Community-
Based Wild Elephant Management

Rambhai Barni Rajabhat University has actively
contributed to national sustainable development policies
through participation with the House of Representatives’
Committees. The university has submitted an operational

report and research findings addressing the long-term
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management of wild elephant issues in Thailand, aligning
with the UN Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs),
particularly SDG 15 (Life on Land), SDG 11 (Sustainable
Cities and Communities), and SDG 17 (Partnerships for the
Goals).

The project emphasizes participatory policy formulation,
community engagement, technological innovation, and
knowledge creation to ensure ecological balance and
human safety. The study identified key challenges,
developed management strategies, and proposed
practical interventions supported by evidence-based

approaches.

1. Development of a Community Wild Elephant
Management Plan (2023-2025)

A draft management plan for wild elephants in
community areas has been developed and implemented
in Moo Si Subdistrict, Pak Chong District, Nakhon
Ratchasima Province. The plan builds upon outcomes
from the first two years (2021-2022), reviewing existing
practices and establishing operational guidelines for
community-based elephant patrol volunteers. Elephant
movement routes were mapped to identify high-risk
zones, and the draft plan was submitted to the national
parliamentary committee for consideration. This process
reflects a bottom-up policy model linking local wisdom

with national policy formulation.
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2. Pilot Implementation of Al-Based Elephant Alert

Systems

An innovative Al camera monitoring system was
introduced in Moo Si Subdistrict to enhance early warning
capabilities and prevent human-elephant conflicts. The
system detects and notifies communities when elephants
approach settlements, allowing timely interventions that
protect both people and elephants. The pilot covered six
major elephant routes. Experts from Pong Nam Ron
District, Chanthaburi Province, were invited to exchange
best practices and technical experiences in Al monitoring.
This initiative demonstrates the integration of digital
innovation with community resilience, contributing to

SDG 9 (Industry, Innovation and Infrastructure).

3. Establishment of a Wild Elephant Surveillance Center
and Multi-Sectoral Working Group

To ensure sustainability, the project established a Wild
Elephant Surveillance Center and a district-level working
group in Pak Chong District. This mechanism promotes
collaboration among government agencies, private
organizations, and civil society, creating a model for
integrated management. Over three years of
implementation, local communities have developed
shared learning processes combining academic

knowledge with traditional ecological understanding. The

initiative strengthened volunteer networks, enhanced

systematic operations, and expanded the use of

technology for proactive monitoring.
Key Outcomes and Impacts

Conflict Reduction: The project significantly reduced
incidents of human-elephant conflict and minimized

property damage and loss.

Community Empowerment: Local residents became
active participants in wildlife management, enhancing

ownership and stewardship of natural resources.

Knowledge Integration: Students, lecturers, and
researchers gained hands-on experience in
interdisciplinary collaboration, bridging environmental

science, technology, and community development.

Policy Contribution: Findings and recommendations from
the project were submitted to the House of
Representatives, influencing national policy directions on

sustainable wild elephant management.

Public Awareness: The project improved public
understanding of the ecological roles of wild elephants

and promoted coexistence between humans and wildlife.
Sustainability and Future Directions

This initiative not only contributes to biodiversity
conservation but also strengthens the university’s mission

as a community-based higher education institution
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committed to the SDGs. The project serves as a living
laboratory for students and researchers to learn about
participatory governance, ecological monitoring, and the
application of technology for sustainability. The
established model of collaboration between
communities and institutions can be replicated in other

regions facing similar wildlife challenges.

Moving forward, the university aims to expand the use of
Al and geospatial technologies for wildlife tracking and
integrate these tools into broader environmental
management programs. Continuous engagement with
national and international partners will ensure that local

knowledge contributes to global sustainability agendas.

Through these actions, Rambhai Barni Rajabhat University
reaffirms its commitment to advancing sustainable
development by balancing human well-being,
technological innovation, and ecological harmony—
embodying the principle of “Leaving No One and No

Ecosystem Behind.”
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SDG 17: Partnerships for the Goals

Initiative: Cross-Sectoral Dialogue Platforms for

Development

1. Overview

Recognizing the importance of collaboration in achieving
the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), Rambhai
Barni Rajabhat Universityhas initiated and participated in
cross-sectoral dialogue platforms that bring together key
partners from academia, government, private
organizations, and civil society. These dialogues aim to
exchange knowledge, share best practices, and co-
develop strategies for advancing sustainable

development at local, national, and international levels.

2. Highlighted Activity

A notable example is the collaborative forum jointly
organized by Rambhai Barni Rajabhat University, the
Sustainable Ecology Association, the Zoological Society
of London(ZSL Thailand), Khao Yai National Park, and
various domestic and international partners. The initiative
was supported by the Darwin Initiative of the UK
Government and focused on enhancing the capacity of
stakeholder networks for sustainable wild elephant
management in the Dong Phayayen-Khao Yai Forest

Complex.
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This activity forms part of the Research and Development
Project on Sustainable Human-Elephant Coexistence in
Thailand (2023-2025). The project’s primary objective is
to develop a prototype model for peaceful and
sustainable wild elephant management, which can later

be scaled up to other regions across the country.

3. Core Philosophy and Objectives

The project is guided by the principle of:

“Safe People, Safe Elephants — Respect People,
Understand Elephants, and Communicate with
Participation.”

This concept promotes empathy, mutual respect, and
participatory communication between communities and
wildlife stakeholders. It encourages all sectors of society
to coexist safely and harmoniously with wild elephants

while maintaining ecological balance.

Key objectives include:

-Building long-term partnerships across multiple sectors
for wildlife and ecosystem conservation.

-Strengthening local capacity and awareness of
sustainable coexistence practices.

-Integrating traditional knowledge, scientific research, and
modern technology into wildlife management.
-Facilitating dialogue to shape evidence-based strategies

and policies aligned with the SDGs.

Through these efforts, the university reinforces its role as
a connector and catalyst for achieving the Sustainable
Development Goals—demonstrating that collective
partnership is the foundation for creating a sustainable
and balanced coexistence between people, wildlife, and

nature.
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International Collaboration and Partnership Policy

1. Overview

Rambhai Barni Rajabhat University (RBRU) has established
an international collaboration policy to collect, monitor,
and evaluate data aligned with the United Nations
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). In 2024,
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the university expanded its global partnerships through
multidisciplinary projects and international conferences
that integrate research, education, and community
engagement to drive sustainable development.

2. Key Projects

2.1 Research and Development Project on Sustainable
Human-Elephant Coexistence in Thailand (2023-2025)
Implemented in collaboration with the Sustainable
Ecology Association, Zoological Society of London (ZSL
Thailand), Khao Yai National Park, and both domestic and
international partners, under the support of the Darwin
Initiative, UK Government.

RBRU plays a central role in research, knowledge transfer,
and stakeholder integration among government, private,
civil society, and local communities to ensure inclusive
and evidence-based management.

Main Activities:

1. Development of a Community Wild Elephant
Management Plan — Reviewed data from the first two
years to formulate a comprehensive management plan
covering surveillance, communication, conflict resolution,
and community participation in Moo Si Subdistrict, Pak
Chong District, Nakhon Ratchasima Province. Volunteer
protocols and elephant movement maps were also
established to support data-driven decision-making.

2. Pilot Al Camera Early-Warning System — Deployed
artificial intelligence (Al) monitoring cameras along six
main elephant routes in Moo Si Subdistrict to detect

elephant movements and alert communities, reducing
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risks of human-elephant conflict.

3. Establishment of a Wild Elephant Surveillance Center
and District Task Force — Created a local coordination
mechanism connecting government agencies, private
sector, and communities to collect data, report incidents,
and coordinate responses systematically.

This project reflects effective multi-sectoral partnerships
for biodiversity conservation, contributing to SDG 17
(Partnerships for the Goals) and SDG 15 (Life on Land).
2.2 RBRU Coral Reef Restoration Project

Initiated over 20 years ago, this long-term project
combines marine biology and diving expertise to restore
coral ecosystems degraded by human activities. Using
applied research, the project developed coral nurseries,
buoy installations, and coral gene banks while promoting
community and youth engagement.

More than 30 academic service programs have been
conducted, integrating science, tourism, and the creative
economy through initiatives such as “Creative Koh Mak”
and low-carbon tourism.

Key Achievements:

-Restored 15,400 coral colonies across 11 islands in
Thailand.

-Trained over 370 professionals and 5,300 students from
30 schools.

-Established 2 national and 3 international networks.
-Published 10 research papers and registered 3 research

copyrights.
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-Koh Mak community received the 2nd Prize at the 2023
Green Destinations Story Awards (Berlin, Germany) and
was ranked among the Top 100 Global Sustainable
Destinations.

This initiative links science, community, and industry to
foster blue economy innovation and supports SDG 14
(Life Below Water), SDG 8 (Decent Work and Economic
Growth), and SDG 11 (Sustainable Cities and
Communities).

2.3 The 12th International Conference on Integration
of Science and Technology for Sustainable
Development (ICIST 2024)

RBRU will host the 12th ICIST 2024 from 29 November -
1 December 2024 at its campus. The conference aims to
strengthen international collaboration among researchers,
academics, and experts across disciplines. It serves as a
global platform to exchange scientific knowledge, share
best practices, and promote the integration of science
and technology for sustainable development.

The event encourages the application of research
outputs and innovation to real-world challenges in
society, economy, and environment, reinforcing the
university’s role in fostering global partnerships for
sustainability.

3. Outcomes and Impact

-Strengthened international research collaborations and
knowledge exchange networks.

The University integrates
interdisciplinary approaches, multi-sectoral
partnerships, and community participation in line with
the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals
(SDGs).
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1. Sustainable Human-Elephant Coexistence Project
(2023-2025)

RBRU collaborates with the Zoological Society of
London (ZSL Thailand), Khao Yai National Park, and
domestic and international partners under the Darwin
Initiative, UK Government. The project aims to develop
a sustainable coexistence model between humans and
wild elephants that can be scaled up nationwide.
Guided by the principle “Safe People, Safe Elephants
Respect People, Understand Elephants, and
Communicate with Participation.”, the initiative
promotes peaceful and safe living for both humans and
elephants. RBRU plays a key role in research,
knowledge transfer, and integration among government
agencies, private sectors, civil society, and local

communities.

2. RBRU Coral Reef Restoration and Learning Center

Project

The Faculty of Science and Technology, RBRU, leads
coral reef restoration initiatives through two

international collaborations:

(1) A partnership among 26 ASEAN universities focusing

on research and conservation of wetlands in the
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Mekong Basin and coastal ecosystems, including coral
reefs, seagrass, biodiversity, and community-based

resource management.

(2) An interantional workshop on coral reef restoration
and best practice exchange conducted with the
Department of Marine and Coastal Resources, Koh Mak
Subdistrict Administrative Organization, and the Coral

Rehabilitation Network in Koh Mak, Trat Province.

Koh Mak serves as a model area for coral reef
restoration under the Blue Economy concept,
emphasizing sustainable tourism, national security, and
marine resource protection. Without such restoration,
coral bleaching and mortality could exceed 95%,
threatening local eco-tourism livelihoods. RBRU and
partners have therefore implemented both area-based
coral nursery and rehabilitation programs and
international-level planning in collaboration with the
Department of Marine and Coastal Resources to
promote sustainable island development and

community resilience.

Overview

Rambhai Barni Rajabhat University (RBRU) collaborates
with non-governmental organizations (NGOs) to advance
the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals
(SDGs) through student volunteerism, collaborative
research, and the development of community learmning
centers. A flagship initiative under this mission is the
project “Ban Nong Bua (Khao Samphao Kwam): Green
Zone for Sustainable Coastal Resource Conservation.”
Background and Challenges

Ban Nong Bua community faced severe environmental

degradation over 3 rai of mangrove forest had

deteriorated due to natural disasters and encroachment.

The area also suffered from marine debris accumulation
caused by tourism and seawater pollution that affected

blue crab breeding and the coastal ecosystem.
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Implementation and Innovation

In response, RBRU partnered with local communities,
government agencies, the private sector, and NGOs to
restore the area through participatory and community-
based approaches. Faculty members and students
jointly conducted surveys, data analysis, and community
feedback sessions to co-design sustainable restoration
strategies.

The project integrates teaching, research, and academic
service, promoting innovation in marine waste
management for example:

- Using bamboo tubes instead of plastic bags for
mangrove seedling cultivation, reducing waste
and improving survival rates.

- Recycling plastic bottles into walkway panels
for public spaces, promoting circular economy
practices.

Key Outcomes

- Restoration of an average of 1 rai of mangrove
forest annually.

- Release of over 100 million blue crab larvae
into the sea each year.

- Engagement of more than 1,000 students and
over 5,000 external participants annually.

- Increased average community income by
150,000 THB per year.

- Secured over 2 million THB in private sector

funding and developed a 5-year sustainability

plan valued at 24 million THB.
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Impact and Expansion

The initiative led to the creation of the “Samphao
Kwam Model” a community-based resource
management innovation that has been scaled up to 17
coastal provinces around the Gulf of Thailand.
Supported by government, private, and academic
institutions, the area has become a national model for

conservation and experiential learmning.

Conclusion

This project exemplifies RBRU’s leadership in integrating
education, research, and community engagement to
achieve sustainable coastal resource management. It
reflects the university’s strong commitment to SDG 14
(Life Below Water), SDG 15 (Life on Land), and SDG 17
(Partnerships for the Goals) strengthening resilience,
empowering local communities, and fostering innovation

for a sustainable future.
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All students at RBRU must enroll in H.M. King
Bhumibol Adulyadej’s Philosophy for Sustainable
Development which is related to all SDGs. This course
focused on H.M. Bhumibol Adulyadej’s work and the
Royal initiative Projects which helped to solve the
people’s problems, Royal Guidance, Royal Speech
and Sufficiency Economy Philosophy.

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Overview

In 2024, Rambhai Barni Rajabhat University (RBRU)
implemented a comprehensive policy to promote public
awareness and understanding of the United Nations
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). The initiative aims to
equip individuals with knowledge and practical skills for
sustainable living, career development, and improved quality
of life for wider community focusing on alumni, local

residents, and displaced people. Key projects include:

1. UBI Entrepreneur Incubation Program 2024

The RBRU Business Incubation Center launched this program
to develop entrepreneurial capacity among students and
recent Alumni (within 5 years). The initiative supports
individuals with viable business ideas or existing products
seeking to expand into the commercial market. Through a
two-year incubation process, participants receive mentorship,
training, and access to business ecosystems to strengthen a
sustainable entrepreneurial ecosystem at both university and
regional levels, aligning with SDG 8 (Decent Work and

Economic Growth).

2. GSB Young Local Developer Project 2024
In collaboration with the Government Savings Bank (GSB),
RBRU conducted the “GSB Yuwaphat Rak Thin” project to

promote local wisdom and sustainable community enterprise.
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Students applied academic and technological knowledge to
enhance the value and competitiveness of local products
and services by integrating innovation with cultural heritage.
The project also empowered local residents through
financial literacy, access to funding, and career development,
supporting stable grassroots economic growth consistent with
SDG 8 (Decent Work and Economic Growth) and SDG 11

(Sustainable Cities and Communities).

3. Health Promotion for At-Risk Workers Project

Led by the Faculty of Nursing, this initiative aimed to improve
the well-being of workers in Chanthaburi Province. Activities
included health assessments for metabolic disorders,
pesticide residue testing, and evaluations of occupational
health behaviors. Conducted on 21 and 23 December 2024 at
Sindan Thai Rubber Co., Ltd. and Khlong Phlu Subdistrict
Municipality, Khao Khitchakut District, the program reached
135 participants—including 58 Thai workers and 77 legally
registered migrant workers (displaced people).

The project contributed to better health awareness, disease
prevention, and reduced inequalities in healthcare access, in
line with SDG 3 (Good Health and Well-being) and SDG 10

(Reduced Inequalities).
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Impact

Through these initiatives, RBRU has strengthened its role as a
driver of sustainable community development by integrating
education, innovation, and social responsibility. The programs
demonstrate how universities can act as catalysts for inclusive
growth, equitable health access, and economic
empowerment, reinforcing long-term progress toward the

SDGs.

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The university assesses students' sustainability literacy through the
course H.M. King Bhumibol Adulyadej’s Philosophy for Sustainable
Development. This mandatory course is aligned with the 17
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and includes both theoretical
and practical components. Midterm and final exams focused on
theoretical knowledge make up 50% of the total score, while
practical exams and participation in activities such as rice planting,

rice harvesting, and tree planting account for the remaining 50%.
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
