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1. The “Power of Good Hearts: Love
Defeats Disease” project by GEN A Club
students aimed to create community
impact, with 80 participants supporting
the “Ban Por Piang” Psoriasis Care Center
in Chanthaburi. Activities included making
tube mattresses for immobile patients,
herbal bath bags for self-care, herb
planting to reduce treatment costs, and
educational  materials on  psoriasis.
The project earned three national
awards—the Royal Trophy from HRH
Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn, First
Prize for Outstanding Volunteer Project
(GE: Doing Good for Society), and an
Honorable Mention from the Office of the
Royal Development Projects Board
(ORDPB).
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The Conservation-based Mathematics
Camp, organized by the Department of
Mathematics, Faculty of Science and
Technology, aimed to foster positive
attitudes  toward  mathematics and
promoted outdoor learning.
