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9.4 Research Income from Industry and Commerce (2024)

STEM, Medicine, and Arts, Humanities, and Social Sciences, based on the number of full-time equivalent (FTE) academic staff in each discipline.
This metric corresponds to the UN Goals 9.5 and 9.B. The standardized score for this indicator is 38.40% of the total score under this SDG
